Policies 
1. As enrollment is limited, registration will be on a first-come, first served basis.  Registration must be accompanied by full payment to be complete and to secure your child’s place in the class. Please fill out the Student Information sheet for each child.
2. You will not receive confirmation of your enrollment.  Please save a copy of the catalog page with the dates of your child’s activity for future reference.  You will only be contacted if a class needs to be canceled or rescheduled.  Please make sure to provide an email address on the registration form for these notices. 

3. Children will be dismissed according to the information provided on the Registration Form.  Any dismissal changes must be reported to the School Office by the morning of the class.  

4. If your child wishes to drop an activity after the first class, a full refund will be issued if you notify us BEFORE the second class.  To receive a refund, you must send an e-mail to LiebersM@ssdsrv.org no later than the day before the second class is scheduled to take place.   Please remember to notify the office of any dismissal changes.
5. In the event a program does not achieve the minimum enrollment, you will receive a refund check.  If space is still available, you will be encouraged to select an alternate class.
